1. Composition of Delegations

Each delegation will consist of a maximum number
of 8 (9) participants:

Players 6

Head of delegation 1

Trainer 1

Participants 8

Interpreter * 1

* for delegations who speak no English (only if
required)

2. Championship System

At the technical meeting, each head of delegation
shall submit a list with the names of all team
members.

If a player needs to be replaced by the Trainer, no
later than one hour prior to the start of that round,
the head of delegation shall hand over to the
referee a list with the names of the players during
that round.

The Trainer shall always play at board six, whilst
the other players shall advance by one board each.
The championship shall be held as a team
championship with a total of six rounds. If more
than 18 teams take part in the championship, seven
rounds shall be played.

Each team shall be divided into three groups:

- group A boards 1and 6

- group B boards 2 and 5

- group C boards 3 and 4

Subject to the number of participating nations, in
the last two rounds, teams may be divided into two
groups of three players each.

- group A boards 1,3 and 6

- group B boards 2, 4 and 5

3. Game Duration and Start of the session

90 minutes for 40 moves + 30 minutes with 30
seconds cumulative increment for each move
starting from the first move (that means electronic
clocks are needed).

Start of the session

Five minutes before the game begins, the
Tournament ~ Director must announce the
approaching start of the session by a double
acoustic signal. The beginning of the playing session
shall be announced by a single acoustic signal.
Once the signal for the start of the round has been

given, the clock of the player with the white pieces
shall be started by his opponent. If the player of the
black pieces is not present at the appointed time,
his clock shall be started by the player with white,
but without any move being made by the latter.
Then, when the player of the black pieces arrives,
he shall start his opponents’ clock and the latter
shall make his first move. If both players

are absent, whites’ clock shall be started by the
Match Arbiter. Any player arriving at the chesshoard
more than 15 minutes late shall forfeit the game. If
both players arrive more than 15 minutes late, the
game shall be declared lost for both of them.

4. Evaluation
The points for each game shall be calculated on the
basis of the following table:

Groups A, Band C Groups Aand B
with 2 players each with 3 players each
Victory 3 points 2 points
Draw 1.5 points 1 points
Defeat 0 points 0 points
5. Ranking

The team evaluation shall be based on the highest
number of points scored.

If several teams achieve the same number of points,
the evaluation shall be based on the following
criteria:

a) The highest number of points achieved by groups
A, B and C (victory - 1 point, draw — 0.5 points,
defeat 0 points).

b) The outcome of the game between the teams
concerned. In the event of a draw, the board shall
be evaluated.

¢) The best result achieved per board starting from
the first board.

6. Miscellaneous

6.1 The detailed championship programme
concerning the organisation of each round as well
as the game speed will be handed out during the
first technical meeting.

6.2 If the number of participants is lower than
expected, the duration of the championship may be
shortened.

6.3 The final interpretation of the championship
rules shall rest with the championship committee.

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History of USIC Chess Championships

For the first time chess championship of the
International Railway Sports Association was
held in 1952. It was held in Yugoslavia and the
first champion was the team of railway men
of BRD. Like many other tournaments chess
competitions were held at first every two years
then every three years and only in 1972 appeared
the system, that still operates nowadays, when
all the Championships have been switched to a
four-year cycle.

USIC Chess Championships

One of the main promoters of chess among
Russian and Soviet railroads was an international
master Fyodor Duz-Khotimirsky associate of the
founder of the national chess school Mikhail
Chigorin. Working in «Lokomotiv» sports society,
Fyodor Duz-Khotimirsky has done a lot for chess
development on the Railways and was awarded
with the order «Badge of honor».

Since 1962, the team of RAA Lokomotiv regularly

participate in  the USIC Championships. The
representatives of the Soviet Union became
Champions five times. Many well-known chess
players represented Lokomotiv. For many
years the leader of the team, who played in
the USSR Championships, was grandmaster
Lev Polugaevsky, participant of World chess
Olympiad and the candidates matches for the
world title. For high sporting achievements and
fruitful public activity Polugaevsky was awarded
with the title of «Honorary railwaymans.

Most often USIC chess Championships were
held in Bulgaria. The country has hosted this
tournament four times and has won twice it at
home.

In the recent history the Russian railwaymen
twice became winners of this tournament.
First it has happened in 2000 vyear in Dresden
and then in 2008 in Ceske Budejovice. There the
team RAA Lokomotiv was represented by Andrey
Gutov and Temur Odinaev (both the West-
Siberian Railways), Nikolay Krivonos, Alexander
Shelk (both the East-Siberian Railways),
Vladimir Blokhin (Moscow Railways) and Andrew
Telmanov (North-Caucasian Railways). Teams
from 21 countries took part in the tournament.

Three rounds before the end of the championship
our team was ahead of its major rivals - the

2012 USIC Championship. Final standing
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Bulgarians on 1.5 points. This handicap remained
to the end. Thus the Russian railway men took
first place, Bulgaria — the second, and the
representatives of the German Railway - the
third. One of the main contenders for victory,
the Indians came in full force, so they were not
among the winners.

For this victory and also for his successful
performances at the Championships of JSC
«Russian Railways» Andrey Telman was awarded
with two-week trip to the Olympic games in
Beijing as a member of the delegation of young
employees of JSC «RZD».

Four years later the tournament was held in
Bulgaria, on the coast of Black Sea. Team RAA
Lokomotiv composed by Armen Abramyan
(North Caucasian Railways), Vladimir Blokhin
(Moscow Railways), Sergey Degtyarev (South-
Ural Railways), Vyacheslav Kuritsyn (South-
Eastern Railways), Alexandr Shelk (East-Siberian
Railways) and Nina Dudareva (Far Eastern
Railways) before leaving for the competition was
held a short training camp coached by national
chess Federation Alexey Moskvin. It should be
noted that first woman has appeared at first time
in the team.

After three rounds of Russian railway men were in
second place, behind were only the hosts of the
championship. Indian Railway workers were at
the fourth place at that time, however, by the end
of the tournament, the situation has changed.
Still, the presence of the grandmasters, in team

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History of USIC (Union Sportive Internationale des cheminots)

The preconditions to creation of USIC have been
laid in October, 1946 in the Austrian Salzburg
where 1-st European congress of sportsmen-
railwaymen took place.

Representatives of administration of railways
and the sports unions of railwaymen of Belgium,
Italy, Austria, Finland, France, Hungary and
Czechoslovakia have taken part in it.

Participants of the congress informed each other
on structure and a level of development of their
sports organizations, have specified concept «the
sportsman -railwayman», have agreed about
carrying out in the future of the international
competitions by Olympic rules.

The aspiration to progress of friendly sports
communications between railwaymen of the
various countries has led to the fact that on 2-nd
congress in Florence in October, 1947 has been
officially declared creation of USIC.

Representatives of Austria, Belgium, Hungary,
Italy, Luxembourg, France and Czechoslovakia
have accepted USIC Statutes. This document
with the little changes accepted later determines
activity of USIC till now.

According to Statutes, the main function of USIC
was a carrying out of the international sports
competitions and development of amateur sports
among railwaymen.

The persons working directly at the enterprises
of railway, as well as their children who have
not reached 21-years age can participate at the
competitions.

In 1948-1957 the increase of gquantity of USIC
members proceeded. For this period it was entered
with sports associations of railwaymen almost all
countries of the Western Europe, as well as two
Asian countries - Turkey and Iran.

In 1956 Hungary and Czechoslovakia have renewed
active cooperation with USIC and Bulgaria
and Romania became members of USIC.

One year later on 12-th congress in Prague
German Democratic republic (GDR), Poland and
the USSR became members of USIC.

The entry of all these countries contributed to the
further growth of authority of USIC among other
international sports organizations.

Taking an active part in all competitions of USIC
the sportsmen-railwaymen of new members
of USIC have updated the table of records and
significantly have expanded the list of sports on
which the official championships are organized,
including the championships for women.

Now 24 countries are members of USIC, there
are almost all the European countries, as well as
India.

The supreme body of USIC is the Congress which is
organized every two years. Other directing bodies
of USIC are the Presidium and the Permanent
Technical Commission.

The congress approves the annual report of
Presidium about activity of the Union, the financial
report and the budget. It makes also elections of
Presidium and Permanent Technical Commission,
takes the decision about admittance of new USIC
members, determines the size of membership
dues for each country, makes changes in Statutes
of USIC.

The Presidium supervises over current activity
of the Union between the congresses, makes
decisions on all questions, not being the exclusive
competence of the congress.

The Permanent Technical Commission consisting
of 13 members is a subsidiary organ of Presidium
for discussion of the technical questions connected
with carrying out of the official international
championships.

Now USIC organizes competitions of 21 kinds of
sport, including six championships for women.
The championship of each kind of sport takes
place once every four years. Thus, annually there
are six or seven official USIC championships of
various sports.

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History of Russian Athletic Association Lokomotiv

The first message on creation of Lokomotiv
has appeared 03.11.1935 on pages of the
newspaper Red sports. In it was written that
on railway the voluntary sports society of
railway men Lokomotiv has been created.

The Statutes of a new sports society
15.12.1935 has been approved and 12.01.1936
has been declared the day of an official birth
of sports society Lokomotiv. Here 75 years a
traditional red color cloth with a letter «J1» is
in avant guard of national sports.

The formation of Lokomotiv has been marked
by a number of high achievements in sport. The
skaters K.Kudryavtsev, A.Kapchinsky and the
wrestlers X. Dzekonsky, K.Rakov, A.Stolyarov,
.Cherednichenko became champions of the
country.

Since 1952 sportsmen of Lokomotiv became
members of national team to participate in
Olympic Games in Helsinki. The weight-lifter

Nikolay Saksonov has won a silver medal.
On winter Olympic Games of 1956 the skier
Radya Eroshina has won two silver medals.

Since 1957 Lokomotiv became member of
USIC (Union Sportive Internationale des
cheminots).

21 sportsmen-railwaymen participated in the
Moscow Olympiad of 1980, they have won 19
Olympic medals, including 7 gold, 10 silver
and 2 bronze ones. The cyclists Jury Kashirin,
Alexander Krasnov, Victor Manakov, Vladimir
Osokin, volleyball player Jury Panchenko,
athlete Anna Zyuskova and weight-lifter Yurik
Vardanyan became Olympic Champions.

The sportsmen of Lokomotiv achieve also
successes in Paraolympic Games. So, in
Sydney Tamara Podpalnaya has won a gold
medal in powerlifting and Lubov Vasilyeva has
won a gold medal (400 meters) and a silver
one (200 meters).
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Last two decades Lokomotiv has undergone
a lot of structural changes in connection with
unification of trade-union voluntary sports
societies in 1987, disintegration of the USSR,
the new legislation and operating conditions
of the whole branch.

In a present status the public organization
Russian Athletic Association Lokomotiv
carries out the activity since April, 23rd, 1992.

Today Lokomotiv includes 16 detached
divisions and 47 regional organizations
possessing a high degree of independence.
In 2012 the number of members of a society
has reached 15 thousand from which four
thousands are active members and the annual
increase makes about one thousand.
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The annual schedule of sports events of
Lokomotiv includes 200 various competitions.
These are Spartakiades for children and
adults, championships, competitions as well
as final starts under the motto «Mum, daddy
and | — sports family» in which participate over
15 thousand railwaymen and members of
their families.

During summer vacations in children’s * camps
traditional sports festivals are organized
«Presidential competitions» and «Lokoball».

For the most effective support of professional
sportsmen of a highest level in 2009 the
sports society Lokomotiv became a founder
of Central sports club Lokomotiv and in 2010
- of Moscow ‘s beach football club Lokomotiv
which became in the first year of its existence
the Champion of the country.

Saint Petersburg

Saint Petersburg is rightly
considered as one of the
most beautiful European
cities. Celebrated its ter-
centenary city often called
as the «Northern capital»
of Russia is not only a
museum under the open
sky but simply the em-
bodiment of the past three
hundred years of Russian history. The survivor of the
11 emperors, dozens of floods, the revolution and a
three-year blockade of St. Petersburg is able to sur-
prise even the most experienced tourists.

The first swipe at its base laid down in 1703 when
Emperor Peter the First took the decision to build a
new capital opened for sea winds and the European
trends. The construction of the city began with the
hare island on which the construction of the Peter and
Paul fortress has begun. St. Petersburg as the capital
was only about two hundred years. It was a city that
has grown suddenly «among the swamp» and has built
almost entirely by foreign architects.

They say that St. Petershurg is staying on the bones
and indeed during its construction were died several
thousands of workers. Even in 1710 Peter ordered to
move to St. Petersburg about 15 thousand different
workmen from all regions of Russia. Distribution of
land in the city was free. Thus all that part of the city
which today call the «historic center» was built up
very quickly.

Until the mid-eighteenth century St. Petersburg was
built solely for reasons of pragmatic, regarding the
decoration of the city is cared little, large stone build-
ings were a few. But in the reign of Elizabeth they
began to worry about how to decorate a city of mag-
nificent buildings which are worth of the capital.

This marked the beginning of construction of the Win-
ter Palace where is located the Hermitage, were built
Anichkov palace, Smolny and the Vladimirsky Cathe-
dral. During seventy years the city of Saint Petershurg
in general was not on the map of the Soviet Union. It
was Leningrad the hirthplace of the revolution, the
industrial center and a smithy of party cadres as it
was called then. The most tragic page in the history of
Leningrad is its nine hundred days blockade.

In September 1941 fascists troops surrounded the city,
destroying it beforehand all the food supply. By the
end of the war, the population of Leningrad decreased
almost a half - about 600 thousand persons died from
hunger, tens of thousands were evacuated. But the
people of Leningrad endured, survived and forever en-
tered the heroism in the history of the country.

Today St. Petersburg is the home of almost for five
million people of different nationalities and religions.
There is still from behind every corner in the face try-
ing to hit scratchy vortex, in the Hermitage still exhibit
Titian, Rembrandt, and in June white night taxi drivers
continue to abuse diluted bridges over the Neva-river.
